Please Help!

On a morning and at the end of the school day the corridors can become very congested.  To ensure everyone’s safety can parents/carers please leave their children in the playground to come into school alone and wait for them to come out at the end of the day.

It is important that we ensure every child’s safety and that is much easier to do if we keep the corridors clear.  Please do not come into school at the beginning or the end of the school day unless you need to talk to a member of staff, to use the Community Room or to help out in a class.  Please help us make Glynwood a safe and secure environment for all our children.

On a morning unless we are experiencing extreme weather children should remain in the playground until they are collected by their teacher.  Both children and adults should avoid using the main entrance unless they need to speak to a member of staff.

It is important that all children are in the playground at the start of the day to be collected by their teacher (but not too early – ten to nine is early enough).  There are a number of children arriving late which means they can miss the register and the start of their first lesson.
