School Crossing Patrol - We have received notification that Angela our school crossing
patrol lady on Southend Road will be retiring at the end of this month after 33 years
serving our children and families.

Recruitment of a replacement is in the hands of the Local Authority and they have advised
us that there is likely to be a gap between Angela leaving and someone else starting -
please make sure that you have arrangements in place to ensure your child(ren) crosses
that busy road safely at the start and end of the school day.

Phonics - Parents and Carers of Year 1 pupils are invited into school on Thursday 30™
January at 2.30pm to discuss with staff how you can support your child with phonics and
also find out information about the phonics screening test which happens in the summer
term.

Bikeability - Sessions for Year 5 children went extremely well and the people running the
sessions said that the children were the best they had ever taught. The children were
enthusiastic, polite and very well behaved. Well done to our year 5 pupils!

Parking - Can people who park on Ennerdale Gardens/Gatesgarth please be mindful of
residents as their access is being blocked in what is already a very narrow cul-de-sac.
Emergency services would not be able to get access to the houses and we have a lot of
elderly residents around this location. Residents on Southend Road are also experiencing
people parking across their driveways at pick up and drop off times and restricting their
access. Please can we try to be mindful of how we park. Thank you.
