Request For Leave of Absence During Term Time

Our Attendance Policy states that no holidays will be authorised during term time and will be referred to the Local Authority. Leave of absence for reasons other than holiday will only be authorised in exceptional circumstances.   

Important changes to School Attendance Penalty Notices (DfE) came into effect from 19th August 2024, which we must adhere to

· There is a new national threshold of 10 unauthorised sessions, within a rolling 10 school week period

· Warning letters will no longer be issued and fine amounts have been increased. The Penalty Notice is now £80 per parent, per child if paid within 21 days and £160 per parent, per child if paid after this date. Failure to pay the Penalty Notice could result in the Local Authority starting legal proceedings against you for the offence of failing to ensure your child’s regular attendance at school. 

The 2013 amendments to the 2006 Education (Pupil Registration) (England) Regulations make clear that Head Teachers may not grant any leave of absence during term time unless there are exceptional circumstances and that Head Teachers should determine the number of school days a child can be away from school if the leave is granted.

Parents / carers should seek permission for leave of absence during term time at least two weeks prior to the leave, fully explaining the reasons for the request. Each request should then be judged on a case by case basis by the Head Teacher.
