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Free School Meals

Get funding for your child's school - even if your child is in reception, year 1 or year 2, if you qualify for means tested free school
meals, not only will your child receive a healthy nutritious meal, but the school will get funding of at least £900 to help provide

valuable support for your child. This money is available from central government every year for 6 years, even if your child

stops receiving a free school meal.

Help with your family budget - once you qualify, your child will remain entitled to a free school meal until at least 2025,
even if your circumstances change

At Glynwood we use the funding (pupil premium) we receive for children entitled to free school meals in a number of
ways; you can see the full statement on the school website. The majority of the money we use to provide additional
support within classrooms i.e. teaching assistants but it is also used to fund our forest school activities, and support
school visits. We also provide some basic uniform items each September to give families who are entitled to free school
meals a head start .
